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1. Minimum credits required for graduation is 130 hours.

AGEC EL, FREE EL can be taken “P/N” while COM 114 or AGEC 220 cannot be taken “P/N”.
e A student will not receive credit for the following courses. CHM 100; ENGL 100, 109; ENGR 191, 192, 193;
MA 111, 123, 133, 134, 151, 152, 153, 154, 159; PHY S 149; STAT 113, 114; and all GS courses except GS 490A.

2. All College of Agriculture first semester freshmen are required to take AGR 101. A student transferring into the College of
Agriculture from another school on campus or other university does not need to take AGR 101. These students must substitute
afree elective credit for AGR 101.

2) completing a course from the multicultural electives list (see College of Agriculture website*), or 3) completing an approved
non-credit multicultural awareness work experience, AGR 496.
