AGEC EL, FREE EL can be taken “P/N” while COM 114 or AGEC 220 cannot be taken “P/N”.
e A student will not receive credit for the following courses: CHM 100; ENGL 100, 109; ENGR 191, 192, 193;
MA 111, 123, 133, 134, 151, 152, 153, 154, 159; PHY S 149; STAT 113, 114: and all GS courses except GS 490A.

All College of Agriculture first semester freshmen are required to take AGR 101. A student transferring into the College of
Agriculture from another school on campus or other university does not need to take AGR 101. These students must substitute afree
elective credit for AGR 101.

e A student must complete a minimum of six credits of the same foreign language for the credits to be used in a plan of study
to meet Humanities or International Understanding requirements. If only three credits of a foreign language are earned,
they may be used in a plan of study as afree elective.

Specialty Area
