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1. Minimum credits required for graduation is 130 hours.
e  Students must complete 32+ credits hoursat 300+ level at Purdue University.
e Students must complete a minimum of nine credits from the approved list of International Understanding Electives. The
nine credits can be obtained by:
e Completing courses from the approved list on the College of Agriculture website
¢ Double-counting with courses from social sciences, humanities, economics electives, etc. is permissible
Credits from approved study abroad programs
International work experience
e Four - seven weeks may be used in lieu of 3 credits
e Eight-week summer session may be used in lieu of 6 credits
e Academic semester experience may be used in lieu of 9 credits
e  Students classified as sophomores or higher with a minimum graduation index of 2.0 can complete 21 hours of pass/no-
pass (“P/N”) grading option. A “C” or better must be earned to receive the credit.
e A course can be taken “P/N” if the audit sheet does not specify a certain course, e.g. COM EL, ECON EL, HUM EL,
AGEC EL, FREE EL can be taken “P/N” while COM 114 or AGEC 220 cannot be taken “P/N”.
e A student will not receive credit for the following courses: CHM 100; ENGL 100, 109; ENGR 191, 192, 193;
MA 111, 123, 133, 134, 151, 152, 153, 154, 159; PHY S 149; STAT 113, 114: and al GS courses except GS 490A.

2. All College of Agriculture first semester freshmen are required to take AGR 101. A student transferring into the College of
Agriculture from another school on campus or other university does not need to take AGR 101. These students must substitute
afree elective credit for AGR 101.
